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This talk will discuss why and how viewing disability as part of diversity (in connection with other factors like 
gender and class for example) is important in higher education. Dr. Ben-Moshe will recount the oppression 
and resilience of disabled faculty and students who are trying to achieve more inclusive campuses for 
everyone.
